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Dear Commissioner,

Hereby I amend the Dutch National Allocation Plan as notified on April 22nd.


The following amendments are the result of discussions between experts of my
Ministry and experts at DG Environment: 

· Paragraph 3.3: The total amount of allowances to be allocated to installations will be based on the emissions target for Industry (including energy production) of 112 megatons CO2 annually in the period 2005-2007 instead of 115 megatons.


· Paragraph 5.5: The reserve for unknown new entrants and appeals amounts to 2,5
megatons CO2 per annum instead of 4 megatons.


· Paragraph 5.5: If there are any allowances left in the reserve for known new
entrants or in the reserve for unknown new entrants and appeals on 31 December 2006, these remaining allowances in the reserve will not be distributed for free to the installations to which allowances were allocated earlier.


I am sure these amendments will bring the Dutch NAP, including the proposed opt-out clause for small installations, perfectly in line with the requirements of the Directive, including the criteria of Annex 3.


In the interest of a level playing field, I rely on your fair and critical judgement in assessing the allocation plans of all member states. I am most concerned about the disturbing effect of different interpretations of the Directive. Especially the level playing field within the chemical industry in Europe will be affected by this.


I trust you will inform us on the way you will move forward on this in respect of all
member states.
